Maliniben Kishorbhai Sanghvi Vaiyavachch Kendra' etc. With his departure, an emptiness is being felt in each and
every organization with which he was associated as they miss his brilliant intellectual guidance, his generosity, his
philanthropic spirit; he was a true guiding light.

Born in the city of Mombasa, Kenya in 1935, he was a native of Morbi. Kishorbhai lost his father Shri Bhimijibhai
Sanghvi at an early age and despite being extremely brilliant in his studies, he could not pursue higher education as
he had to take up a job due to family responsibilities. By the dint of his hard work and talent he set up and
developed his own chemical business. Today his company, 'CHEMET" is considered as one of the leading
companies in the field of chemicals.

As he became successful in business, his contributions towards religious, medical and educational fields increased,
most notably being the establishment of Sumeru Navkar Tirth and Smt. Malini Kishorkant Sanghvi Charitable
Hospital and Homeopathy Medical College at Miyagam, Karjan near Vadodara. Kishorbhai had undertaken full
financial responsibility of completing all these projects from the beginning. He helped in the development of many
rganizations and had helped many in need. He always said, "It is my duty to repay what society has given me."
Shri Kishorbhai had received the legacy of religious and righteous living from his parents Pitashri Bhimjibhai and
